In the former City Hall district, where Yokohama City Hall once stood, construction is
underway on three high-specification redevelopment buildings, scheduled for
completion in December 2025. An additional three buildings are being developed on
adjacent land, with completion expected in the early 2030s.These developments will
include large-scale office spaces, hubs for fostering new industries, educational
facilities, hotels, and residential units.YOXO BOX, a start-up growth support hub
established by the City of Yokohama in 2019, hosts a wide range of programs and
events to support start-ups.Urban development in this area also emphasizes sports,
health, and wellness, including the expansion of Yokohama Stadium, as well as the
construction of Yokohama BUNTAI and the Yokohama Budokan.

The area is also known for its high concentration of
advanced industries and abundance of human resources. In addition to manufacturing facilities,
there is a strong presence of research and development centres. In addition, the Keihin
Waterfront Area Revitalisation Council has been established to conduct research on regional
issues such as disaster prevention measures and to cooperate with local companies by
consolidating their requests.
