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On Thursday, February 26,
2026, Mayor Nestor Ar-
chival of Cebu City and
Governor Pamela Baricu-
atro of Cebu Province,
Philippines, held talks with
Yokohama Mayor Take-
haru Yamanaka. They con-
firmed their commitment
to collaborate toward cir-
cular cities and exchanged
views on the upcoming
Asia-Pacific Circular Cities
Forum to be held in Yoko-
hama City in September.
Additionally, Cebu City
signed the “Asian Circular
Cities Declaration,” an in-
ternational framework ini-
tiated by and established
in the City of Yokohama,
and a signing ceremony
was held. Yokohama will
continue to promote circu-
lar cities in Asia.
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A new publication has been re-
leased documenting the wide
range of initiatives and achieve-
ments from the 9th Tokyo Interna-
tional Conference on African De-
velopment (TICAD 9), held in Yoko-
hama.

In addition, the leaflet “Yokohama
and Africa,” which introduces
Yokohama’s engagement and co-
operation with Africa through TI-
CAD, has been completely rede-
signed and expanded. The updated
version presents, in a clear and ac-
cessible way, the history of ex-
change and collaboration that
Yokohama City has steadily built
with African partners over the
years.
