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Twenty-one signatories
join the Asian Circular
Cities Declaration

In November last year, under
the initiative of the City of Yoko-
hama, the international frame-
work known as the Asian Circu-
lar Cities Declaration (ACCD)
was established by ICLEI Japan.
On March 25, 2026, the City of
Yokohama jointly announced
with ICLEIl Japan and the Bang-
kok Metropolitan Administra-
tion that the ACCD has now offi-
cially begun full-scale opera-
tions, with twenty-one cities
from seven countries partici-
pating as founding signatories.
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participating cities exceeds 53
million. Going forward, the
number of signatories is ex-
pected to expand further, and
cross-border collaborative ac-
tions among these cities are an-
ticipated to generate significant
international impact. In addi-
tion, in conjunction with the an-
nouncement of the ACCD
founding cities, Mayor Yama-
naka and Bangkok Governor
Chadchart Sittipunt agreed to
strengthen cooperation toward
advancing the transition to cir-
cular cities in Asia, and renewed
a memorandum of understand-
ing on intercity collaboration. By
sharing practical urban initia-
tives, we aim to achieve the re-
alization of a circular society
throughout Asia.
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
