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In July 2024, the City of
Yokohama and the UN De-
velopment Programme
(UNDP) agreed to support
Ukraine and the recovery of
No. 141 Kindergarden in
Odesa City. As part of this
partnership, a crowdfund-
ing campaign was launched
on August 5, 2025, which
ran until September 30 and
raised a total of 3,365,000
yen, going over the goal of
three million.

Just under 300 people from
Japan and abroad support-
ed our goal with donations
and encouraging messages
that hope for a peaceful fu-
ture for the children of
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UNDP completed partial re-
construction in August, and
the kindergarten re-opened
its doors in September. The
money raised through this
campaign will be used to
supply playground equip-
ment to give the children a
safe place to play and learn.
